Child Care Rules

Our purpose is to provide a safe, secure and challenging environment for children.

Child Care Room Rules

1. I can respect my body and others’ bodies (no hitting, biting, pushing or hurting).

2. I can respect my feelings and respect the feelings of others (no name calling, profanity or hurtful words).

3. I can respect property (no destroying games or toys).

4. I can be a helpful person and not a hurtful person.

Discipline Policy

1. We use our words and talk first. We may redirect younger children.

2. If a child is old enough, we will use a time out chair until they calm down, feel better, and are ready to re-join the group.

3. If a child’s behavior requires additional discipline, a parent-teacher discussion takes place. Follow-up action may be needed at home.

4. Child care workers are not permitted to spank or strike a child under any circumstances.

5. If the child’s behavior involves injury to others on a continuous basis, the parent may be required to withdraw the child from our facility after full disclosure of the incident.

Sick policy: Keep sick children at home!

Absences. Having child care is a privilege. If you have reserved a slot, you and your child are expected to be here or you will lose your child care space. Only 10 children are allowed in the child care room. If your child will not be attending, you must call the appropriate site as listed below or leave a message before the class meets:
