Child Care Illness Policy and Procedure

Policy

The following illness policies apply to all child care services provided by Acme whether the service is center-based or community-based.

Procedure
1. Children who have had a fever will not be allowed into child care for 24 hours after the temperature is normal.

2. A child with yellow/green mucus discharge from nose will not be allowed into child care until mucus is normal.

3. A child with an earache, sore throat, or bronchial cough will not be allowed into child care; if child is placed on antibiotics by a physician for these conditions, the child must be on medication for a minimum of 24 hours before returning to child care.

4. No child with diarrhea will be allowed into child care until stool is normal.

5. A child diagnosed with pinkeye must be medically treated for 24 hours before returning to child care.

6. A child who has vomited will not be allowed into child care until 24 hours has passed since the last incidence of vomiting.

7. A child with chicken pox will not be allowed in child care until all poxes have scabbed over and sloughing of scabs has begun.

8. Parents are required to report any contagious diseases of any child in an Acme FRC sponsored child care program to the child care supervisor. The supervisor will make a determination as to admittance of the identified child.

9. Child(ren) requiring medication during a child care session will be administered the medication only by their parent(s).

10. The child care manager or assigned supervisor shall train all child care providers on the Acme FRC illness policy during their initial agency orientation. Supervisors will review the policies at least twice annually and inform staff of any and all revisions of the illness policy within five (5) working days of the revision.

11. Parents enrolling their children into an Acme FRC sponsored program will be given a written policy statement informing them of the illness policies. Parents will be required to sign a statement of understanding indicating they have read and agree to comply with conditions of the illness policy, Acme FRC staff will explain the policy to ensure informed consent prior to the parent signing the policy statement.

12. If it is determined that a child must not be allowed into child care due to illness, Acme FRC staff will inform the parent in a respectful, polite manner, explaining why the child is being denied admittance into the program and explaining when the child may return. Acme FRC staff will speak to the parent in as confidential manner as is reasonable, keeping the interaction as private as possible.
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
