Memorandum of Understanding

This agreement serves as a temporary MOU between Acme Family Resource Center and 
.

Acme Family Resource Center (AFRC) is a multi-agency collaborative of public agencies, private organizations, and volunteer services available to all Anywhere residents. The AFRC Collaborative is unified by a set of principles based on prevention, family centered services, and the enhancement of strengths and assets.

The AFRC acts as the hub of activity for families and community residents. It exists for the dual purpose of improving the lives of individuals and families as well as changing the community in which they live and the systems that serve them.

COMMITMENTS:

The AFRC shall provide:

1. Appropriate work and meeting space.

2. Access to necessary office equipment and operational support, i.e., telephones, fax machine, photocopy machine, Internet.

3. Leadership for collaborative planning, including coordination and facilitation of activities and meetings.

4. A referral process to enhance clients’ ability to access services.

5. The promotion of programs and services to community residents.

6. Cross-training activities for collaborative partners.

The participating agency will:

1. Attend and be an active participant in regular meetings of the AFRC Collaborative.

2. Collaborate with the AFRC and other partners to provide awareness of the Center and its services.

3. Support consensus building and conflict resolution among all collaborative partners.

4. Provide rotating staff coverage for “Intake Worker of the Day” position (when appropriate to purpose of agency). Estimated coverage is one day every 8 to 10 days.

5. Participate in cross-training activities for collaborative partners.

6. Explore the ability to expand services offered through collaboration.

7. Participate in community-based strategic planning sessions.

8. Support guiding principles/mission of the AFRC.

9. Cooperate with and participate in data collection activities required by funding sources.

10. Comply with all State and Federal laws pertaining to issues of confidentiality and mandated reporting.

TERMS OF AGREEMENT:

This agreement shall commence ___________________________ and remain in full force and effect while the formal MOU is being created and adopted by the AFRC Policy Council. Upon its adoption, each agency will be asked to sign the Council-approved MOU, which will then supercede this document.

The terms of this agreement can be renegotiated:

a) By either party’s initiation.

b) By both parties calling a meeting to redefine.

c) After 30 days’ notice.
